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PREFACE

2001 - the first year of the third millennium - means the tenth anniversary of
getting sovereignty by Uzbekistan and other postsoviet countries, 12 of which are
in CIS. Greate date - good occasion for comparing changes in these countries,
also in economies, which are the important basis of social life. Such comparisons
are given in the reference book, suggested to respected Reader.

To this anniversary CIS counries went by in somehow general, and in
somehow different. ways. Some of them chose the strategy of so-called “shock
therapy”, aiming to transform economy quickly and radically. Other countries
| preferred evolutional way of reforms. On third countries we don’'t have to speak
about consistent realization of conceptions of the 90-s, because in that period
there was the change of political leaders, whose reform philosophies didn't
coincide in many things. Additional factors which drew away attention of
governments and resources of some CIS countries from market reforms were civil
and interstate military-political conflicts.

Uzbekistan has realized deep economic reforms on the basis of its own model,
based on all-level account of specific conditions and pecularities of the republic
and on positive world experience as well. The past decade has proved the
effectiveness of this model. The given numbers and facts in this reference book,
taken from national, foreign statistic yearbooks and publications of international
organizations and calculated on this basis as well by the authors of the collection,
show that Uzbekistan has reached an impressive. In comparison with other CIS
countries, progress in reforming of national economy, macroeconomic stabili-
zation, diversification, modernization and further development of industry. Both in
general volume and in production volume of important kinds of goods and services
our republic increased its share and got higher place in the Commonwealth.

Uzbekistan has a considerable part of natural-resource potential of CiS. The republic
has approximately a 1/5 of silver and kaolin of the Commonwealth, a 1/7 reserves of
copper and melting spar, a 1/10 reserves of lead, molibden, considerably share of gold,
uranium, mercury, zinc, wolfram, kadmiy, fuel and gas condensator, phosphoritus,
potassium salts, sulphur reserves.* Uzbekistan is one of three postsoviet countries, along
with Russia and Kazakhstan, whose economies are distinguished by selfprovision of

major resources.

The Compound part of the natural resource potential is a land found. Uzbekistan takes
the 5" place among CIS countries in area of ploughed field, having approximately 2% of
its general size and keeping the 2™ place in area of the most valuable part of that land-
irrigated (4,2 min hectare or a 1/5 of all irrigated lands in the Commonwealth).

Resources of fresh water, renewable in Uzbekistan, are comparatively not large.
Accounting on 1 person — 0,7 thousand m® a year — they are larger than in Turkmenistan
and Moldova, but smaller than in other CIS countries.* Taking into conside rank rivers
flowing into the territory of the republic, general resources of fresh water (5,5 thousand m’
per capita)** are twice larger in comparison with Armenia, Moldova, Ukraine, 1,5 times
larger than in Azerbaijan and are on the Belarus level. The same indicator in Turkmem-
stan and Kyrgyzstan is 95 thousand m®, in Georgia and Tajikistan - 12 thousand m?,
in Russia - 30,6 thousand m”°.

The compound component of natural resourse potential is wood richness, which has
an important economic, nature preventional and recrearional meaning. Forests and wo-
ods have 3-6%, by different estimations, the territory of Uzbekistan (close to this size indi-
cators are in neighboring countries of Central Asia), that is smaller in comparison with
Russia {more than 1/2) and most of the rest CIS countries, particularly Belarus, Georgia
(more than 2/5), the Ukraine (1/6), Armenia, Azerbaijan (1/8). But the republic relates to
some CIS countries, where the area of forests and woods not decreased but increased.*

At the end of the 90-s, 7 CIS countries (Georgia, Kazakhstan, the Ukraine, Russia,
Armenia, Belarus, Moldova) entered the group of 20 counries of the world with the
highest midannual level of natural population lost. By 2015, according to foreign experts’
forecast, Russia will shift from present 7" place to the 9" in the world, and the Ukraine
from the 23" to the 27" place on absolute population number.

Serious changes took place not only in branch but also in institutional structure of
goods and service production. The Republic of Uzbekistan, as other postsoviet countries
connects its hopes for economic progress and national wealth with civilized market
relations. CIS countries transfer to them with different intensivity that influence on the
dynamics of changes in relations of privacy, developing market to infrastructure and
adequate mechanisms of economic regulation.

In Uzbekistan the non-governmental sector began prevaiie on indicators of production
volume and employed people. in 2000 there was produced 70.2% of GDP, 65,4% of
industry, 99% of growth agrarian production, 81,3% of building works, was formed 96,8%

' of retail goods-return, 56,3% paid services for population. Small, middle and private

enterprises have got considerable development on share of which was about 22% of GDP
in the same year.”

In the 90-s seven CIS countries (Tajikistan, Ukraine, Moldova, Kyrgyzstan, Kazakh-
stan, Russia, Armenia) entered the 10 countries with the highest midannual rates of
industrial production slump. However, since the middle of the second half of decade in the
industry of CIS there were positive changes. If in 1998 in 6 from 12 countries there was
production slump, so in 2000 in all these countries there was growth of production

volume.

In the 90-s the share of mining increased and the share of manufacturing branches
decreased in the industrial structure of the majority of CIS countries, first of all
mechanical engineering and light industry (in Russia the share of an energy bearer is
53%, accounting metalls and wood - more than 80 % of export, in Kazakhstan mineral
raw materials contain the half of the industrial production cost: oil and gas - 24%, metalls -
26%)*. It's explained, on one hand, by steady demand on fuel (less on raw material) from
world and domestic markets (in the interests of guaranteeing the basis of lifeprovisi-on of
the country), on the other hand - by slumping payable demand of enterprises on invested
and population - on consumer goods, especially domestic goods of not high quality.

There is another situation in Uzbekistan. Mining and manufacturing of oil and gas
growth was dictated by the interests of getting energetic independence of the republic.
The reduction of technically old equipment output was compensated by the development
of modern automobile prodiction and some other necessary for the country production of
mechanical engineering. As for light industry there was the change from old technology

and goods to competetive goods production.

Some publishing information abroad about agriculture of CIS countries contrédi‘cts‘tb
the real state of things. One of the last statistic collections of British magazine “The
Economist” has ranked Georgia to the list of ten world leaders on average annual rate of
growth of the volume of agricultural products (+5,5% in 1990-1998), and Tadjikistan to the
group of lower dependence on agriculture (bringing confirmation to data about 6% share
of this branch in GDP),* that clearly is not appropriate to the reality.

In 2000 the deficit of state budget of the Republic of Uzbekistan did not exceed 1%, in
2001 its limit size is planned at the level of 1,5% towards the volume of GDP.

The fact, that during the entire period of the reforms from 40 % to 50% of the budget
means were directed to meet social needs, displays concern of social direction of the
state policy of Uzbekistan. Within the years 1995-1999 the share of state expenses on
education from the budget increased from 21,8% to 24,1%, due to which literacy of the
adult population in the republic has not decrease (unlike several CIS states), vice-verse it
increased, reaching one of the higest level in the world ~ 99,2%. On the whole state ex-
penses on education and health in 2000 exceeded 1/10 in relation to the volume of GDP.*

In the 90-s CIS joined the group of 15 states of the highest annual-average inflation of
consumer prices in the world. The highest level was marked as 6684% - in
Turkmenistan (in the second place), then follows Tajikistan (467,4%). Ukraine (431,3%).
Such high levels were the result of the fast rise of prices in the first half of the decade of
the period, after collapse of Soviet money system and its uncoordinated changes by
national currencies in various periods. In the second half of the 90-s the rate of inflation
significantly decreased, though remained one of the highest in the world. In Uzbekistan
the annual tempo of inflation was decreased from three and even four digit figures at the

beginning of the reform up to 28,2% in 2001.*

Over the years of independence thanks to realization of structural policy of the republic
we managed to diversificate foreign-trade turnover, slacken advantageously raw charac-
ter of its export. At the end of the 80-s the share of currency profit of two leading
merchandize groups made up about 1/2 (cotton and gold) in Uzbekistan, where as in
Turkmenistan and Kazakhstan - almost 2/3, in Azerbaijan — 4/5. Simultaneously iessened
dependence of the republic an import of the products, its share in import decreased and
without damaging domestic market provision,approximately up to 12%* (for comparison:
in Armenia — 26%, Russia - 19%)**.

In 1999 two CIS countries - Russia and the Ukraine - were among 40 states of the
world, that have external debt more than 10 billion US dollars, more over Russia held the
2™ place in that list (173.9 billion US dollars). According to the level of debts Kyrgyzstan
in the lead in the CIS countries, whose foreign debt to GDP makes 104% and on the rela-
tion of export of goods and service — 228%. As to the expenditures on service of foreign
debts on their level Turkmenistan is distinguished 14,5% on the relation to GDP (the 5"

place in the world) and 71,1% on the relation to export (the 10" place in the world).
The level of foreign debts on the relation to GDP in Uzbekistan is lower than in all

other CIS states (except Belarus and Azerbaijan). Experts of the World Bank ranked the
republic to the category of countries of CIS whose gold currency reserves are comparable
with foreign debts. Its size on the relation to GDP is significantly lower in comparison with
Russia. Kazakhstan and many other countries of CIS.*

As to currency reserves of Uzbekistan in 1999 they were enough to cover home import
for 4,4 months. According to this index republic as almost in the equal position with
Russia (4,5 months), is in the lead of Armenia (3,8 months), Kazakhstan (3,5 months),
Moldova (2,8 months), the Ukraine (1 month) and other CIS states. In 2000 currency
reserves of Uzbekistan were sufficient for financing of import during 5 months.

Uzbekistan whose profits are more modest for a time being, possesses
sig-nificant and various potential of development of this very profitable branch of
