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is advisable to develop industries that require mainly labor resources. These 
include agriculture, food and light industry, as well as high-tech industries such as 
assembly, assembly, computer manufacturing, office equipment, some types of 
industrial electrical equipment and electrical engineering. 

Development of  the service sector. Small business development in the service 
sector, in particular in communications and information, consumer services, 
banking and business services (consulting, auditing, leasing, insurance, etc.); 
services for entrepreneurs in agricultural production, including preparation and 
storage of products, maintenance of agricultural machinery, sales of animal feed, 
fertilizer and plant protection services, veterinary services special attention should 
be paid. One of the measures to develop services in rural areas could be to improve 
the statistical database (registers) of these service providers. There is also an 
opportunity to adopt an ecotourism development program involving local low-
income families based on the world's best practices. 

Agricultural policy. There is a huge potential for deep processing of 
agricultural crops and their export to the markets of developed countries. This will 
increase agricultural productivity, increase incomes and improve the living 
conditions of the rural population. 

Regional policy. Each region has its own poverty profile, which requires 
specific measures to be studied. For example, the program of measures for the 
Republic of Karakalpakstan (a region with high levels of poverty) should be 
developed taking into account low-income indicators. At the same time, low 
economic development of the region, which is a risk factor for Karakalpakstan, the 
high share of the population under 16 years, the relatively high unemployment rate, 
income instability, etc., can increase the effectiveness of measures. 

Significant efforts need to be made in other areas as well. These include job 
creation and business support, rural and agricultural development, rural 
infrastructure improvement, health care, vocational training and education, and 
economic migration. The positive changes that have taken place in these areas in 
recent years are an important part of our country's long-term poverty reduction 
program. 
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
